18) Legal basis

The personal data (nos. 1 to 13 of the application form) is collected and processed in accordance with the
current version of the decree on the processing of personal data and the enrolment procedure at universities
in the State of Hesse.

Should there be any indication that the information provided is incorrect or incomplete, the University can in
such cases request additional documents and, if necessary, require that the applicant make a sworn
declaration about past periods of study. Students who fail to fulfil these obligations cannot lay claim to any
credits.
